The BISD Lighthouse Learning Center offers a variety of programs for students at risk. There are
programs that enable qualified students to complete coursework needed for graduation from BISD
in an alternative instructional setting. BISD also offers the High School Equivalency Program at
the Lighthouse Learning Center.

SPECIAL EDUCATION

Students with disabilities are provided an individualized educational program with various opportunities to succeed.
Annual meetings are held with students with disabilities and their parents in which an Individualized Educational
Plan (IEP) is developed and appropriate educational placement is determined. Students are then placed in classes in
the least restrictive environment appropriate to meet their educational needs. Information regarding program
planning is available from counselors and special education personnel on each campus. Report cards and/or 1EP
progress reports document progress toward successful completion of IEP goals and objectives. Students with special
needs should consult with their counselor as accommodations may be approved for tests previously listed.

THE NATIONAL COLLEGIATE ATHLETIC
ASSOCIATION (NCAA) CORE CURRICULUM

Many college sports are regulated by the National Collegiate Athletic Association
(NCAA), an organization that has established rules on eligibility, recruiting, and
financial aid. If students are applying to college and plan to participate in Division | or
Division Il sports, they must be certified by the NCAA Initial-Eligibility
Clearinghouse. The Clearinghouse will analyze academic information and determine if
students meet the NCAA’s initial-eligibility requirements.

English Language Arts / Reading | Credits

ENGLISH FOR SPEAKERS OF OTHER LANGUAGES I, 1l 1 for each level

Prerequisites: Testing and language proficiency assessment of recent immigrants.

This course is designed for students who speak another language and have difficulty with the English language. Employing skills in
listening, speaking, reading and writing, students will move from simple to more complex activities. Upon completion of the course,
students should be able to use the English language at a level sufficient for receiving instruction in various subject areas.

English I SOL and English 1l SOL as a Second Language may be substituted for English | and English Il credit. English I1l and English
IV will be required for graduation.

Course ID: 4710; ENG1 SOL; 03200600 -- 4720; ENG2 SOL; 03200700 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH | 1
Prerequisites: None.

Students will do integrated studies of grammar, vocabulary and complete work in a variety of literary genres and composition.
Composition is generated through the writing process for single and multi-paragraph essays.

Course ID: 4100 (4109 for BW-9); ENG 1; 03220100 Classification: Academic
ENGLISH | PRE-AP 1
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, Language 8 SEARCH or Language 8 with a grade of 90 or above is

recommended.

This course is designed to challenge very capable students. Students will study vocabulary and grammar and read literature extensively.
Several compositions will be required related to the literature. Students will be expected to complete a summer reading assignment before

the first day of class.
Course ID: 4107 (4197 for BW-9); ENG 1; 03220100 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH | WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Students will do integrated studies of grammar, vocabulary, and complete work in a variety of genres and composition. Composition is
generated through the writing process for single paragraph essays.

Course ID: 4105; ENG1APL; 9XXX4105 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH 11 1
Prerequisites: English | or English | Pre-AP.

Continued emphasis is placed on reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills. The study of grammar and the grammatical structures is
integrated with writing in which skills are expanded to include emphasis on essays of at least five paragraphs. Vocabulary is studied
throughout the year. Students also become more skilled in reading and evaluating short stories, novels, plays, and poetry.

Course ID: 4200; ENG 2; 03220200 Classification: Academic
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English Language Arts / Reading | Credits

ENGLISH Il PRE-AP 1
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation, English | Pre-AP or English I with a grade of 85 or above is
recommended.

Very capable students continue to develop skills in writing through the study of grammar as well as the writing of increasingly complex
multi-paragraph essays. Vocabulary is expanded with emphasis on refinement of test-taking strategies for college entrance exams.
Furthermore, literary studies reflect greater quantity, depth of understanding, and evaluation of short stories, novels, plays, and poetry.
Students in this class are responsible for independent studies outside of class well in excess of expectations of students in English |1
classes. Students will be expected to complete a summer reading assignment before the first day of class.

Course ID: 4207; ENG 2; 03220200 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH Il WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Continued emphasis is placed on reading, writing, speaking and listening skills. The study of grammar and the grammatical structures is
integrated with writing. VVocabulary is studied throughout the year. Students read and evaluate short stories, novels, plays and poetry.

Course ID: 4205; ENG2APL; 9XXX4205 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH 111 1
Prerequisites: English Il or English 1l Pre-AP.

English 111 is a chronological approach to the reading and study of American literature, stressing major authors and literary periods.
Students will be required to write a documented, formal research paper as well as composition assignments of various lengths and types.

Course ID: 4300; ENG 3; 03220300 Classification: Academic
ENGLISH 111 PRE-AP 1
Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation and English 11 Pre-AP or English 11 with a grade of 85 or above is

recommended.

Students will write increasingly complex multi-paragraph compositions, often within one class period. They will study American
literature, evaluate this literature and draw parallels among the works studied. Both the number and difficulty of these assignments will be
well beyond that expected in the regular program. In addition, students will complete independent projects. Students will be expected to
complete a summer reading assignment before the first day of class. Students will also be expected to write a documented, formal
research paper.

Course ID: 4307; ENG 3; 03220300 Classification: Academic

AP ENGLISH 111 (LANGUAGE & COMPOSITION) 1
Prerequisites: Recommended completion of English Il Pre-AP or English Il with a grade of 92 or above.

Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. This college level course trains students to
become skilled readers of American prose written in a variety of periods, disciplines, and rhetorical contexts. Students develop
composition skills to make them flexible writers in a variety of modes and for a variety of purposes. Individual colleges and universities
determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores. Students will be expected to complete a summer reading assignment before the
first day of class. Students will also be expected to write a documented, formal research paper.

Course ID: 4308; APENGLAN; A3220100 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH 111 WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Continued emphasis is placed on reading and study of American literature, stressing major authors and literary periods. Writing skills
expand to composition assignments of various lengths and types.

Course ID: 4305; ENG3APL; 9XXX4305 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH IV 1
Prerequisites: English Il or English Il Pre-AP.

After an analysis of short stories and instruction in various types of writing first semester, English IV will (in the second semester)
emphasize works primarily by British authors in chronological order.

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English Language Arts / Reading | Credits

ADVANCED ENGLISH IV 1

Prerequisites: English Il Pre-AP with a grade of 84 or above or English Il with a grade of 90 or above, and
teacher recommendation.

After an analysis of short stories and instruction in various types of writing first semester, English IV Advanced will (in the second
semester) emphasize works primarily by British authors in chronological order.

Course ID: 4406 (4404 for BC; 4403 for BC Honors); ENG 4; 03220400 Classification: Academic & BC

AP ENGLISH IV (LITERATURE & COMPOSITION) 1

Prerequisites: Recommended completion of English I11 AP.

Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. This course will stress development of
sophisticated skills in reading and analyzing literature, both poetry and prose, and refining essays written in various modes of disclosure
and rhetorical strategies. Time practices and emphasis on AP literature terminology, both introduced in Eng 111 AP, will be utilized on a
regular basis. Students will intensively study representative works of recognized literary merit from various genres and periods, with
emphasis on works by British and world literature authors, write on both literary and nonliterary topics, and do extensive independent
reading and research. Individual colleges and universities determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores. Students will be
expected to complete a summer reading assignment before the first day of class.

Course ID: 4408; APENGLIT; A3220200 Classification: Academic

ENGLISH IV WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Emphasis is placed on analysis of short stories and instruction in various types of writing. Reading selections are varied including some
works by British authors.

Course ID: 4405; ENG4APL; 9XXX4405 Classification: Academic

CREATIVE AND IMAGINATIVE WRITING I, 11 1/2 for each level
Prerequisites:  Grades 10-12.

Students will become aware of the basic skills necessary to write in a variety of creative genres, including essays, reviews, short stories,
memoir, and drama. Reading assignments will include the textbook as well as examples of excellent writing that will be provided in
handouts. A major emphasis of the class will be written compositions. Each composition unit will consist of an introduction (lecture,
examples, readings), followed by the writing process.

RESEARCH AND TECHNICAL WRITING 1

Prerequisites: Creative and Imaginative Writing | & 1. Grades 11-12.

The study of technical writing allows students to develop skills necessary for writing persuasive and informative texts such as essays,
reports, proposals, and memoranda. This rigorous composition course asks students to skillfully research a topic and present that
information through a variety of media. All students are expected to demonstrate an understanding of the recursive nature of the writing
process, effectively applying the conventions of usage and the mechanics of written English. The students' evaluation of his/her own
writing as well as the writing of others insures that students completing this course are able to analyze and discuss published and
unpublished pieces of writing, develop and apply criteria for effective writing and set their own goals as writers.

Course ID: 4530; TEC WR; 03221100 Classification: Academic
INDEPENDENT STUDY IN ENGLISH 12-1
Prerequisites: Creative and Imaginative Writing | & 11, Research and Technical Writing, and teacher approval.

Grade 12

Students will plan, draft, and complete written compositions of a creative nature (two per six weeks) and have them critiqued in critique
sessions in class. Other components will be research, outside reading, and journaling. Each student will submit at least one work per
semester to a publisher or professional publication.

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English Language Arts / Reading | Credits

READING I, I1, 111 1 for each level
Prerequisites: Placement based on standardized reading assessment.
Reading I, I1, and Il builds competence in reading comprehension through direct instruction in vocabulary, systematic word study,

fluency and comprehension strategies. Students will learn to apply these skills to comprehend fiction, nonfiction, and text on standardized
tests.

ENGLISH & READING WITH APPLICATIONS LILIILIV 2 for each level

Students will receive instruction in integrated lessons on grammar, vocabulary and composition using the writing process. Additionally,
instruction will reinforce four basic reading standards: word attack, vocabulary, comprehension, and applied reading skills.

DYSLEXIA INTERVENTION I, I, 111 1 (Local Elective Credit)
for each level

Prerequisites: Students identified as dyslexic by the committee or the 504 committee whose IEP or 504
Evaluation Report includes a dyslexia intervention class will be eligible.

The Dyslexia Intervention course is a small class setting which includes reading, writing, and spelling. The major instructional strategies
will utilize individualized, intensive, and multi-sensory methods as needed for the dyslexic student.

This course will provide students with test taking strategies and remediation based upon results of the district benchmark or prior TAKS

results.

FUNCTIONAL ENGLISH Determined by committee

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Functional English is a course that will provide instruction through the application of functional reading and writing skills required for

daily living.
Course ID: 4115; FUNCENG; 9XXX4115 Classification: Academic
Journalism | Credits
JOURNALISM 1

Prerequisites: None.

Students will learn how journalism was responsible for the birth of America through the study of historic figures like Nellie Bly and
Joseph Pulitzer. The class learns how to ask thoughtful questions, take notes and craft a well-organized story which may be published in
the school newspaper, the Art Institute in Houston and other places to reinforce learning in the classroom. Students will also learn the
basics of Adobe Photoshop and basic layout and design skills.

Course ID: 5900; JRNLSM:; 03230100 Classification: Academic
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Journalism | Credits

PHOTOJOURNALISM 1/2-1

Prerequisites: None.

Producing photographs for publishing or display quality is the goal of this introductory course. Students will learn to take photographs by
practicing composition principles, lighting techniques, and exposure control. An emphasis on photo critiquing will help students learn
what makes a good photograph. Students will gain experience with either film or digital cameras and various lenses, and will learn
darkroom techniques through exposure and development in a darkroom, and/or through photo editing software using available
technology. This course is offered to students in grades 10 - 12 at Bport and grades 9 - 12 at Bwood.

Course ID: 5970; PHOTJOUR; 03230800 Classification: Activity/Enrichment
ADVANCED JOURNALISM: YEARBOOK I 1

Prerequisites: Photojournalism or Journalism. Application with teacher approval required.

Students will study basics of year book publication, including advertising, writing, graphics, page layout and design, production of ad
pages and photography. Business (budgeting, ad sales, records, billing) is emphasized. Lab work will require outside-of-class work to
complete projects.

Course ID: 5910; YBK1, 03230110 Classification: Activity/Enrichment
ADVANCED JOURNALISM: YEARBOOK II 1

Prerequisites: Yearbook I; Application with teacher approval required.

Students will develop skills in page layout and design, polish writing skills, acquire computer expertise, exercise creative and
photographic abilities while adding to communications skills in the production of a published work (the school yearbook). Lab work will
include advertising and circulation, photography and information gathering/interviewing.

Course ID: 5920; YBK2; 03230120 Classification: Activity/Enrichment
ADVANCED JOURNALISM: YEARBOOK 11 1

Prerequisites: Yearbook Il; Application with teacher approval required.

Student will demonstrate abilities in photography and visual communications skills beyond those required in previous courses. Lab work
for this course (for the school yearbook) will require outside-of-class work in interviewing, writing, page design and production, picture
planning and taking, advertising and circulation, and supervisory activities.

Course ID: 5930; YBKS; 03230130 Classification: Activity/Enrichment
ADVANCED JOURNALISM: NEWSPAPER | 1

Prerequisites: Journalism I. Application with teacher approval required.

Development of writing and reporting skills beyond the introductory level and cooperation with others to develop a product, the school
newspaper, are key goals of this course. Study of and working with actual budgets, deadlines, advertising campaigns, circulation,
publication and page design, page paste-up, editing and proofreading are other major activities. Lab work in this course (for the school
newspaper) will require outside-of-class work in interviewing, writing, page design and paste-up, and advertising activities.

Course ID: 5940; NP1; 03230140 Classification: Activity/Enrichment
ADVANCED JOURNALISM: NEWSPAPER I 1

Prerequisites: Newspaper |. Application with teacher approval required.

Cooperation to produce a product (the school newspaper) and further development of writing and reporting skills are emphasized in this
course, but students are exposed to increasingly complex assignments and greater responsibility in production. Lab work in this course
(for the school newspaper) will require outside-of-class work in interviewing, writing, editing, design and paste-up, advertising, and
supervisory activities.

Course ID: 5950; NP2; 03230150 Classification: Activity/Enrichment

ADVANCED JOURNALISM: NEWSPAPER 11 1
Prerequisites: Newspaper Il. Application with teacher approval required.

Students will have opportunities to demonstrate abilities in reporting, writing and production skill beyond those required in previous
courses. Lab work for this course will require outside-of-class work in interviewing, writing, editing, design and paste-up, advertising,
and supervisory activities.

Course ID: 5960; NP3; 03230160 Classification: Activity/Enrichment
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Journalism | Credits

INDEPENDENT STUDY IN JOURNALISM I, I, 111 1 for each level

Prerequisites: 1 credit in Journalism or Photojournalism; teacher approval.

Option 1: Students whose previous high achievement in producing a publication or who are filling a leadership position for a publication
will apply and enhance their written and visual communication skills. This may entail editing other's copy for clarity and conventions,
managing photography equipment and photography production, creating and managing the graphic design of a publication or managing
the business and marketing aspect of a publication. They will plan and direct the work of other staff members in producing a publication.
Independent research will include market studies of the client as well as researching current yearbook or newspaper trends.

Option 2: Juniors and seniors who have demonstrated high achievement in journalism or video technology will work to produce the
morning school news and other educational programming for the school and district. This will entail compiling and organizing
information using available technology and databases and enhance broadcast journalism skills.

COMMUNICATION APPLICATIONS 1/2

Prerequisites: None.

Students enrolled in Communication Applications will be expected to identify, analyze, develop, and evaluate communication skills
needed for professional and social success in interpersonal situations, group interactions, and personal and professional presentations.

Course ID: 5700 (5709 for BW-9; 5704 for BC); COMMAPP; 03241400 Classification: Academic & BC

ORAL INTERPRETATION I, I, 111 1

Prerequisites: None.

This course is designed to assist students in the advanced development of good voice and diction, confidence and poise, and
discrimination of a good piece of literature for contest usage.

Course ID: 5750; ORALINT1; 03240200 & 5760; ORALINT2; 03240300 & 5770; Classification: Academic
ORALINTS3; 03240400

DEBATE I, I, I 1 for each level

Prerequisites: Communication Applications.
This course is designed to instruct students in analyzing a problem, conducting thorough and adequate research, and utilizing the best
principles of argumentation and evidence, to present the most effective case for or against a given proposition. Creative self-expression

and reflection should be outgrowths of this course. Upon completion of this course, students should be accomplished speakers, readers,
and debaters and should have confidence in their ability to face any type of audience on any given speaking situation.

Course ID: 5710; DEBATE 1; 03240600 -- 5720; DEBATE 2; 03240700 -- 5730; DEBATE  Classification: Academic

3; 03240800
Mathematics | Credits
ALGEBRA | 1

Prerequisites: None. Placement in this course includes a combination of teacher recommendation, 8th grade
Math average, and 8th grade Math TAKS scores.

The major focus of this course is a function approach. The purpose of this course is to provide a foundation for higher level mathematics
courses. This course deals with directed numbers, variables, expressions, sentences, operations and their properties, simplifying
expressions and solving equations and inequalities, properties of real numbers, polynomials and their operations and factoring. Also
included will be graphing of linear functions, solving systems of equations in two variables, rational expressions, radicals and their
operations, graphing quadratic functions and solving quadratic equations, and graphing and evaluating exponential functions. A strong
component of this course will be the use of technology with the graphing calculator and appropriate software.

Course ID: 1020 (1029 for BW-9); ALG 1; 03100500 Classification: Academic
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Mathematics | Credits

ALGEBRA | PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: None. Placement in this course includes a combination of teacher recommendation, 8th grade
Math average, and 8th grade Math TAKS scores.

This is a differentiated, more challenging curriculum preparing students for future AP examinations. The major focus of this course is a
function approach. This course deals with directed numbers, variables, expressions, sentences, operations and their properties, simplifying
expressions and solving equations and inequalities, properties of real numbers, polynomials and their operations and factoring. Also
included will be graphing of linear functions, solving systems of equations in two variables, rational expressions, radicals and their
operations, graphing quadratic functions and solving quadratic equations, and graphing and evaluating exponential functions. A strong
component of this course will be the use of technology with the graphing calculator and appropriate software.

Course ID: 1027; ALG 1; 03100500 Classification: Academic

ALGEBRA I WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course deals with directed numbers, variables, expressions, sentences, operations and their properties, simplifying expressions, and
solving equations. Also included will be graphing of linear functions, solving systems of equations with two variables, and solving
quadratic equations. A strong component of this course will be the use of technology with the graphing calculator.

Course ID: 1025; ALGI1APL; 9XXX1025 Classification: Academic

GEOMETRY 1
Prerequisites: Algebra l.

The first semester of geometry expands fundamental ideas of intuitive geometry and logic into a precise system for introducing and
exploring logic and geometry. This includes inductive and deductive reasoning, angles, and perpendicular and parallel lines. Students will
develop the use of inductive logic in examination and proof of congruent triangles and present and prove properties of similar polygons
and right triangles. The second semester presents circles, constructions, and loci. The course further examines areas of plane figures and
volume of solid figures and explores introductory coordinate geometry and transformations of geometric figures.

Course ID: 1310; GEOM; 03100700 Classification: Academic

GEOMETRY PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation and successful completion of Algebra | Pre-AP/8th grade Algebra or
90 or above in 9th grade Algebra | is recommended.

In this course topics shall include, in addition to those in geometry, investigating trigonometric ratios, using different methods to prove
the Pythagorean theorem, studying logic topics, using different methods of proofs, and researching topics of tessellation, topology,
dihedral angles and computer applications. Students' understanding of geometric concepts will be extended by justifying procedures used
and using critical thinking to analyze problems.

Course ID: 1317 (1397 for BW-9); GEOM; 03100700 Classification: Academic

GEOMETRY WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course expands the use of inductive and deductive reasoning, angles, perpendicular and parallel lines, and presents properties of
similar polygons and right triangles. This course examines areas of plane figures and volume of solid figures. Students will explore
introductory coordinate geometry and transformations of geometric figures.

Course |ID: 1315; GEOMAPL; 9XXX1315 Classification: Academic

MATHEMATICAL MODELS WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Algebra I, Geometry.

In this course students use algebraic, graphical, and geometric reasoning to recognize patterns and structure, to model information, and to
solve problems from various disciplines; use mathematical methods to model and solve real-life applied problems involving money, data,
chance, patterns, music, design, and science; use mathematical models from algebra, geometry, probability, and statistics; use a variety of
representations (concrete, numerical, algorithmic, graphical), tools, and technology to link modeling techniques and purely mathematical

concepts. If chosen as one of the four mathematics credits required for graduation, this course must be taken prior to Algebra Il.

Course ID: 1710; MTHMOD; 03102400 Classification: Academic
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Mathematics | Credits

ALGEBRAII 1

Prerequisites: Algebra I. It is recommended that Geometry be taken before Algebra II.

This course is primarily concerned with relations, families of functions, and their inverses. Topics include solving linear equations and
inequalities with two or more variables, polynomial functions and their operations, and radical functions.

Course ID: 1120; ALG 2; 03100600 Classification: Academic

ALGEBRA Il PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation and Geometry Pre-AP or 90 or above in Geometry is recommended.

In addition to the content of Algebra Il, Algebra Il Pre-AP will investigate concepts and skills associated with probability, solve higher
order determinants, use the factor theorem and remainder theorem, write quadratic equations given only their graphs, and solve radical
equations. Student's understanding of algebraic concepts will be extended.

Course ID: 1127; ALG 2; 03100600 Classification: Academic

ENGINEERING MATHEMATICS 1
Prerequisites: Algebra Il and concurrent enrollment in Physics.
In this course, students solve and model robotic design problems. Students use a variety of mathematical methods and models to represent
and analyze problems involving data acquisition, spatial applications, electrical measurement, manufacturing processes, materials

engineering, mechanical drives, pneumatics, process control systems, quality control and robotics with computer programming. This
course is recommended for students in Grade 11 or 12 and will satisfy the 4th year of Mathematics requirement.

Course ID: 1420; ENGMATH; 13036700 Classification: Academic

PRE CALCULUS 1

Prerequisites: Algebrall.

The curriculum is a general overview of trigonometry, elementary function analysis, and analytic geometry in a one year course.
Graphing calculator technology is used throughout the course.

Course ID: 1610; PRE CALC; 03101100 Classification: Academic

PRE CALCULUS PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: Teacher recommendation and Algebra Il Pre-AP is recommended.

This course is the prerequisite course for Calculus AP. The curriculum is a rigorous in-depth study of trigonometry, elementary function
analysis, and analytic geometry in a one year course. Graphing calculator technology is used throughout the course.

Course ID: 1617; PRE CALC; 03101100 Classification: Academic

AP CALCULUS AB 1
Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Pre Calculus Pre-AP.
Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. This course follows a national curriculum
established by the College Board. The first semester includes limits, continuity, and derivatives with applications. The second semester

includes the study of infinite series and integration with applications. Individual colleges and universities determine advanced standing
based on AP exam scores.

Course |ID: 1608; APCALCAB; A3100101 Classification: Academic

AP CALCULUS BC 1
Prerequisites: Pre calculus Pre-AP or AP Calculus AB

This course may be taken in addition to Calculus AB or instead of Calculus AB. It gives an accelerated treatment of topics of Calculus
AB with the addition of the following topics: parametric, vector and polar functions, sequences and series, power series, Taylor and
McLauren Series.

Course ID: 1618; APCALCBC; A300102 Classification: Academic
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Mathematics | Credits

AP STATISTICS 1
Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Pre-AP Algebra I1.
Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. Students will be introduced to the major concepts
and tools for collecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data. Students will observe patterns in data and departures from
patterns. Students will plan studies, deciding what and how to measure. Probability will be studied and models produced using probability

theory and simulation. These models will be confirmed with statistical inference. Individual colleges and universities determine advanced
standing based on AP exam scores.

Course ID: 1508; APSTATS; A3100200 Classification: Academic

SENIOR MATH APPLICATIONS 1 (Local)
Prerequisites: Algebra |, Geometry, Algebra Il. Grade 12.

This course will focus on the development of mathematical reasoning and problem-solving abilities with an emphasis on the concepts of
algebra. Further development of these abilities will also be a focus along with other topics required for preparation of the student for
college-level work in mathematics. Topics will include, but are not limited to, simplification of algebraic expressions, solving linear and
quadratic equations, graphing, radicals, and rational exponents. This course will not count as one of the four required state mathematical
credits, but it may be taken as a local elective credit to satisfy district policy of four years of math in grades 9-12.

Course ID: 1810; SRMTHAPP; 84100181 Classification: Academic
PROBLEM SOLVING MATH 1 (Local Elective Credit)

Prerequisites: Placement based on previous math assessments.

This course will provide students with test taking strategies and remediation based upon results of the district benchmark or prior TAKS
results. This class may be taken multiple years as needed.

Course ID: 1930; PROBSOLYV 1; 84100193 Classification: Academic

COLLEGE ALGEBRA 1/2
Prerequisites: Completion of Algebra Il. Grades 11-12

This course covers complex numbers, solution of equations and inequalities, graphing techniques, functions (including polynomial
rational, exponential, and logarithmic), systems of equations, theory of equations, and applications of algebra. This course must be taken
at Brazosport College for dual credit (MATH 1314).

Course |ID: 1944; INSTUMTH; 03102500 Classification: BC

TRIGONOMETRY 172

Prerequisites: Successful completion of Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra Il (or College Algebra at BC).
Grades 11-12

This course is a study of trigonometric functions. It includes definitions of trigonometric functions as functions of angles and of real
numbers, identities, solutions to equations, graphing, inverse functions, and applications of trigonometry to solving triangles. This course
must be taken at Brazosport College for dual credit (MATH 1316).

Course ID: 1414; TRIG; INSTUMTHZ2 03102501 Classification: BC

CALCULUS 112
Prerequisites: Pre calculus; Grades 11-12.

Limits, continuity, differential calculus of algebraic functions and of trigonometric functions, Mean Value Theorem, applications of
differentiation, anti-differentiation, the definite integral, the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus, applications of integration. Graphing
calculator required. Completion of this course at Brazosport College will earn a high school math credit for Independent Study in
Mathematics.

Course |ID: 1604; INSTMTH2; 03102501 Classification: BC

STATISTICS 1/2
Prerequisites: College Algebra. Grades 11-12.

This course includes a study of measures of central tendency and dispersion; probability; the binomial, the normal, the Poisson, Student's
t, and chi-square distributions; hypothesis testing; non-parametric tests; regression and correlation. Completion of this course at
Brazosport College will earn a high school math credit for Independent Study in Mathematics.

Course ID: 1504; INSTUMTH; 03102500 Classification: BC
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Mathematics | Credits

MATHEMATICS | WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course concentrates on operations with whole numbers, decimals, and fractions. Students learn to apply mathematics to everyday
experiences. Also included is solving proportions and experiments with probability.

Course ID: 1215; MATH1APL; 9XXX1215 Classification: Academic
MATHEMATICS Il WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Mathematics | with Applications. Placement by committee only.

This course concentrates on building skills and test-taking strategies to be successful on the state assessment. Students will use
mathematical skills to solve real-life applied problems.

Course ID: 1225; MATH2APL; 9XXX1225 Classification: Academic

PRE ALGEBRA WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course includes pre-algebra skills such as order of operations, solving one-step equations, solving proportions, graphing points on the
coordinate plane, solving application problems involving perimeter, circumference, area, and volume, and classifying shapes and solids
using geometric properties.

Course ID: 1005; PRALGAPL; 9XXX1005 Classification: Academic

MONEY MANAGEMENT WITH APPLICATIONS 1
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Students will learn to apply mathematics to everyday situations: budgeting money, maintaining checking and savings accounts,
reconciling accounts, determining gross pay, net pay, overtime pay, income taxes, financing a car, comparing savings programs,
determining the interest on a loan, and a variety of other everyday situations.

Course ID: 1715; MTHMGAPL; 9XXX1715 Classification: Academic

FUNCTIONAL MATH Determined by committee
Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

Functional Math is a course that will prepare students to apply mathematics to everyday situations, particularly as they apply to the
management of money, measurement and time.

Course ID: 1015; FUNCMATH; 9XXX1015 Classification: Academic
Science |  credis
BIOLOGY 1

Prerequisites: None.

This course provides students with an understanding of the relationships of different forms of life as they function in their environment.
The course includes a study of the nature of science and scientific investigations, molecular and cellular biology and patterns of heredity.
A survey of organisms from the unicellular to the multi-cellular level and their interactions within ecosystems is also included.

Course ID: 2010 (2019 for BW-9); BIO; 03010200 Classification: Academic
BIOLOGY PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: 88 or above in previous science course is recommended.

This course is designed to challenge the serious student of biology. Efforts will be made to go beyond the basic biological concepts to
enrich the course and to enhance student interest. Each student will be required to complete independent library research and either a
research paper or science project.

Course ID: 2017 (2097 for BW-9); BIO; 03010200 Classification: Academic
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Science | Credits

AP BIOLOGY 1

Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Biology Pre-AP with a grade of 90 or above and 85 or above in
Chemistry.

Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. Advanced biological experimentation will be
included as a major part of the course. College level textbook will be used. Additional time/class period is required for a lab component
with this course. Individual colleges and universities determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Course |ID: 2018; AP-BIO; A3010200 Classification: Academic
BIOLOGY WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course provides students with an understanding of the relationships of different forms of life as they function in their environments.
This course includes a study of the nature of science and scientific investigations, molecular and cellular biology and patterns of heredity.
A survey of organisms from the unicellular to the multi-cellular level and their interactions within ecosystems is also included.

Course ID: 2015; BIOAPL; 9XXX2015 Classification: Academic
INTEGRATED PHYSICS AND CHEMISTRY (IPC) 1

Prerequisites: None. All students are encouraged to take Chemistry and Physics as part of the Recommended
graduation program.

The course integrates the disciplines of physics and chemistry in the following topics: motion, waves, energy transformations, properties
of matter, changes in matter and solution chemistry. To study these topics students will conduct field and laboratory investigations, use
scientific methods and make informed decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving.

Course ID: 2720; IPC; 03060201 Classification: Academic
INTEGRATED PHYSICS AND CHEMISTRY WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course integrates the disciplines of physics and chemistry in the following topics: motion, waves, energy transformations, properties
of matter, changes in matter, and solution chemistry. To study these topics, students will conduct field and laboratory investigations, use
scientific methods, and make informed decisions using critical thinking and scientific problem solving.

Course ID: 2725; IPCAPL; 9XXX2725 Classification: Academic
CHEMISTRY 1

Prerequisites: IPC or Biology and enrollment in at least a second year of math. 85 or above in Algebra I is
recommended. All students are encouraged to take Chemistry and Physics as part of the
Recommended or Distinguished Achievement graduation programs.

The structure and composition of matter and the changes it undergoes are studied. Laboratory experiments emphasize basic techniques
such as making observations, taking measurements, recording data, and making calculations from the data. Laboratory experiments and
teacher demonstrations are an integral part of this math-intensive problem solving course.

Course ID: 2310; CHEM; 03040000 Classification: Academic

CHEMISTRY: CHEMISTRY IN THE COMMUNITY 1
Prerequisites: Biology and enrollment in at least a second year of math; IPC recommended.

Students will study substances: what they are made of, their behavior and interactions with heat and electricity, and their role in living
things. The purpose of this course is for students to realize the important role of chemistry in the world and to use principles of chemistry
to analyze current issues in science and technology.

Course ID: 2311; CHEM; 03040000 Classification: Academic
CHEMISTRY PRE-AP 1
Prerequisites: Recommended grade of 90 or above in previous science course and concurrent enrollment in

Algebra Il

This course focuses on atomic and electronic structure, stoichiometry, gas laws, bonding and molecular structure, solution chemistry, acid-
base theory, and qualitative analysis. A rigorous laboratory program complements this math intensive, problem solving, and
lecture/demonstration course.

Course ID: 2317; CHEM; 03040000 Classification: Academic
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Science | Credits

AP CHEMISTRY 1
Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Chemistry Pre-AP or a grade of 90 or above in Chemistry.
Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. An advanced placement chemistry curriculum
will be used. College level textbooks will be used, and laboratory experiments and observations will be an integral part of the curriculum.

Additional time/class period is required for a lab component with this course. Individual colleges and universities determine advanced
standing based on AP exam scores.

Course ID: 2318; AP-CHEM; A3040000 Classification: Academic

PHYSICS 1

Prerequisites: IPC or Chemistry with a grade of 80 or above recommended, completion of or concurrent
enrollment in Algebra Il. All students are encouraged to take Chemistry and Physics as part of
the Recommended or Distinguished Achievement graduation programs.

Students conduct field and laboratory investigations, use scientific/technology methods during investigations and scientific problem
solving to study a variety of topics including: laws of motion; changes within physical systems and conservation of energy and
momentum; force; thermodynamics, characteristics and behavior of waves; optics; electronics and quantum physics.

Course |ID: 2510; PHYSICS; 03050000 Classification: Academic & BC

CONCEPTUAL PHYSICS 1
Prerequisites: Grades 11-12.

This course focuses on physics in the everyday world. Significant exploration of everyday Physics will be conducted, then development
of the concepts and finally application through math models.

Course ID: 2530;PHYSICS; 03050000 Classification: Academic
AP PHYSICS B 1

Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Physics Pre-AP or a grade of 90 or above in Physics.
Recommended completion of or concurrent enrollment in Pre-Calculus.

This course covers topics in mechanics, electricity, magnetism, fluid mechanics and thermal physics, waves and optics, and atomic and
nuclear physics. This is a non-calculus based course. Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP
Examination for AP Physics B in the spring semester. This course is for the student that is interested in studying physics as a basis for
more advanced work in life sciences, medicine, geology, and related areas, or as a component in a non-science college program that has
science requirements. Additional time/class period is required for a lab component with this course. Individual colleges and universities
determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Course ID: 2528; AP-PHYSB; A3050001 Classification: Academic

PHYSICS PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: Two years of science with grade of 85 or above is recommended. Concurrent enrollment in Pre-
Calculus or Algebra Il Pre-AP is recommended. Grades 11-12.

This course includes a study of mechanics involving force, motion, equilibrium, work and energy. Laboratory investigations and the study
of the theory of optics, electronics and magnetism are included. Also included is a study of the electron, nuclear energy, radioactivity, and
relativity.

Course ID: 2517; PHYSICS; 03050000 Classification: Academic

AP PHYSICS C 1

Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Physics Pre-AP or a grade of 90 or above in Physics.
Recommended completion of or concurrent enrollment in Calculus.

This course is for students who are planning for careers in physical science or engineering. Students enrolled in this course are expected to
take the College Board AP examination. The curriculum will follow the Physics "C" Advanced Placement curriculum. Calculus will be
used in formulating principles and solving problems. Additional time/class period is required for a lab component with this course.
Individual colleges and universities determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Course ID: 2518; AP-PHYSC; A3050002 Classification: Academic
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Science | Credits

SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH & DESIGN 1

Prerequisites: Successful completion of Algebra Il or Algebra Il Pre-AP or concurrent enrollment in Algebra |1
Pre-AP. Grades 11-12.

In this course, students will utilize The Infinity Project curriculum which focuses on the fundamentals of modern engineering and
technology in the information and communications age. To generate and maintain student interest, engineering and design examples are
drawn from wireless and telecommunications, the Internet, electronic music, and other multimedia technologies popular in today's culture.
Upon completion of the course, students will have an understanding of how modern engineers design and build new technologies using
math and science, together with ingenuity. In addition, students will be exposed to new and relevant applications of mathematics, science,
and technology important to engineering problems of the day and will have developed a deeper and broader set of computer skills.
Students will be exposed to a variety of current and future career opportunities in engineering and technology related fields. This course
presents a more advanced curriculum and a weighted grade will be applied to the semester average.

Course ID: 2950; SCIRD; 13037200 Classification: Academic

ENGINEERING DESIGN & PROBLEM SOLVING WITH ROBOTICS 1
Prerequisites: Algebra I, Physics or current enroliment and signature of instructor.

Students enrolled in this course will demonstrate basic knowledge and skills of the process of design in the field of engineering. Students
will design and build many projects using a variety of computer hardware and software applications. Projects include basic bridge design,
projectile launchers and lots of robots. One of the main focuses of the class is in basic robotics. Students will use a variety of
programming languages to control basic robotic functions. Students will design and build robots to track lines, send and receive sound,
complete simple tasks, travel through a maze and compete in robotics competitions within the class and outside of class. This course will
help students satisfy one of the requirements for Distinguish Achievement High School Program. This course is recommended for
students in Grade 11 or 12 with a strong desire for building, computers, robotics and engineering.

Course ID: 2940; ENGDPRS; 13037300 Classification: Academic

AQUATIC SCIENCE 1
Prerequisites: Grades 11-12.

Students conduct field and laboratory investigations while studying a variety of aquatic science topics that include: components of an
aquatic ecosystem, differentiating among freshwater, brackish, and saltwater ecosystems, relationships among aquatic habitats and
ecosystems; roles of cycles within an aquatic environment; adaptations of aquatic organisms; changes within aquatic environments;
geological phenomena and fluid dynamics effects; and origin and use of water in a watershed. Students will learn to make wise choices in
the use and conservation of resources and investigate how aquaculture may be the key to our dwindling natural food resources from the
hydrosphere. Students will research and conduct experimentation as they establish and maintain an aquarium with specimen collected
from the freshwater, saltwater, and brackish habitats in our local area.

Course ID: 2920; AQUA SCI; 03030000 Classification: Academic

ENVIRONMENTAL SYSTEMS 1
Prerequisites: Grades 11-12.
Students study a variety of topics that include: abiotic and biotic factors in habitats; ecosystems and biomes, interrelationships among
resources and an environmental system; sources and flow of energy through an environmental system; relationship between carrying

capacity and changes in populations and ecosystems; and changes in environments. Students conduct field and laboratory investigations
using scientific methods and present a project to offer solutions to environmental issues.

Course ID: 2870; ENVIRSYS; 03020000 Classification: Academic

AP ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE 1
Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Biology, Chemistry or Environmental Systems.

Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination. The goal of this course is to provide students
with specific scientific principles, concepts, and methodologies required to understand the interrelationships of the natural world, to
identify and analyze environmental problems both natural and human-made, to evaluate the relative risks associated with these problems,
and to examine alterative solutions for resolving and/or preventing them. Environmental Science is interdisciplinary; it embraces a wide
variety of topics from different areas of study. Individual/team research projects are an integral part of all Pre-AP and Advanced
Placement coursework. Additional time/class period is required for a lab component with this course. Individual colleges and universities
determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Course ID: 2868; AP-ENVIR; A3020000 Classification: Academic
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Science | Credits

ASTRONOMY 1

Prerequisites: 2 years of required science. Principal approval. Grades 11-12.

Students study the daily, seasonal, and annual motions of celestial objects: the sun, moon, planets, and stars. They explore telescopes, the
nature of light, the structure of the solar system, the sun, characteristics and life cycles of stars, including supernovae, and black holes.
Students learn about our galaxy and the structure and nature of galaxies beyond. A good understanding of algebra is recommended. This
course is taught at the Brazosport Nature Center and Planetarium on College Drive in Clute. A bus is provided for transportation to the
planetarium.

Course ID: 2980; ASTRMY; 03060100 Classification: Academic

ADVANCED ASTRONOMY 1

Prerequisites: Biology and Chemistry or Physics with a 90 or above, completion or concurrent enrollment in
Algebra Il. Grades 11-12

This course is designed for deeper study of astronomy and the physical laws that support it. A strong math background is recommended.
Topics include gravity, orbital motions, comparative planetary surfaces, solar structure, characteristics and life cycles of stars, including
supernovae and black holes, galaxies, cosmology, and theories of the origin and fate of the universe. Students apply mathematical
formulae to find such things as the planetary masses and stellar temperatures. Independent research projects and telescope observations
will be part of the course work. This course is taught at the Brazosport Nature Center and Planetarium on College Drive in Clute. A bus
will provide transportation to the planetarium.

Course ID: 2986; ASTRMY:; 03060100 Classification: Academic

ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY 1
Prerequisites: 90 or above in Biology. Chemistry or concurrent enrollment in Chemistry.
Students study topics related to human systems: Cells, histology, and skeletal, muscular, circulatory, respiration, digestive, immune,
nervous and reproductive systems and environmental factors that affect these systems. Field and laboratory investigations as well as

detailed dissections of the organ systems of a cat will be conducted. This course presents a more advanced curriculum and a weighted
grade will be applied to the semester average.

Course ID: 2966 (2964 for BC); ANATPHY'S; 13020600 Classification: Academic & BC

SCIENCE CONCEPTS 1 (Local Elective Credit)
Prerequisites: Placement based on previous science assessments. Grades 11-12.
This course is designed to teach the science concepts and objectives which are included in the 10th and 11th grade TAKS. This course

will provide students with test taking strategies and remediation based upon results of the district benchmark or prior TAKS results. This
course may be taken multiple times, as needed.

Course ID: 2990; SCICON; 84000299 Classification: Academic
Social Studies | Credits
WORLD GEOGRAPHY STUDIES 1

Prerequisites: None.

This course is designed to study the interaction of people and their physical environments in the major areas of the world. Content
introduces the student to the five modern geographic themes and the unique vocabulary, tools, and methodologies of geographers.
Students will study the physical, cultural, political, and economic activities of major world regions.

Course ID: 3120 (3129 for BW-9); W GEO; 03320100 Classification: Academic

ADVANCED WORLD GEOGRAPHY STUDIES 1
Prerequisites: Successful completion of U.S. History grade 8 with a 90 or above and teacher recommendation.
This course is designed to study the interaction of people and their physical environments in the major areas of the world. Content
introduces the student to the five modern geographic themes and the unique vocabulary, tools, and methodologies of geographers.

Students will study the physical, cultural, political, and economic activities of major world regions. In addition, students are involved in
comparative research with extensive reading using primary sources and technology.

Course ID: 3126; W GEO; 03320100 Classification: Academic
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Social Studies | Credits

WORLD GEOGRAPHY STUDIES WITH APPLICATIONS 1

Prerequisites: Placement by committee only.

This course is designed to study the interaction of people and their physical environments in the major areas of the world. Content
introduces the student to the five modern geographic themes and the unique vocabulary, tools, and methodologies of geographers.
Students will study the physical, cultural, political, and economic activities of major world regions.

Course ID: 3125; WGEOAPL; 9XXX3125 Classification: Academic
AP HUMAN GEOGRAPHY 1

Prerequisites: Recommendation from 8th grade Social Studies teacher and an average of 96 or higher in 8th
grade social studies.

The purpose of the AP course in Human Geography is to introduce students to the systematic study of patterns and processes that have
shaped human understanding, use, and alteration of Earth’s surface. Students employ spatial concepts and landscape analysis to analyze
human social organization and its environmental consequences.

They also learn about the methods and tools geographers use in their science and practice.

Course ID: 3810; APHUMGEO; A3360100 Classification: Academic

WORLD HISTORY STUDIES 1
Prerequisites: World Geography Studies.

This course includes studies of the history and development of world cultures, past and present. The student will compare and analyze
various ways of life and cultural patterns, contrast the diversity and commonality of human experiences and learn how these patterns
occurred over time. The course will also focus on the relationship between geography, history, and contemporary world development.

Course ID: 3020; W HIST; 03340400 Classification: Academic
ADVANCED WORLD HISTORY STUDIES 1

Prerequisites: Successful completion of World Geography Advanced or 90 or above in World Geography;
teacher recommendation.

This course includes the in-depth comparison and study of the history and development of world cultures, past and present. In addition to
the course description for World History, the World History Advanced student is involved in comparative research with extensive reading
using primary sources and technology.

Course ID: 3026; W HIST; 03340400 Classification: Academic
WORLD HISTORY STUDIES WITH APPLICATIONS 1

It emphasizes
present day issues that have their roots in the past.

In addition to the course description for U.S. History,
the student is involved in comparative research with extensive reading using primary sources and technology.

This college level course is a
survey of American history from the age of exploration and discovery to the present. Emphasis is placed on critical and evaluative
thinking skills, essay writing, interpretation of original documents, and historiography. Individual colleges and universities determine
advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Individual colleges and
universities determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Students will understand and produce short-signed phrases and sentences; detect main ideas in material that is signed; be able to transcribe
ASL into English gloss; recognize the importance of communication and how it relates to the American Deaf culture; and recognize the
importance of acquiring accuracy of expression by knowing the components of ASL, including grammar. These courses will qualify as a
foreign language that will meet graduation requirements for the Recommended High School Program.

Reading and writing become further integrated
through expanded study of literature and modern culture. Students demonstrate language mastery by expression of personal opinions,

Individual colleges and universities
determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

GERMAN | 1

Prerequisites: None.

This course is an introduction to the study of the German language and life through conversation, grammar, reading and writing. Through
the language study, students develop the cultural understanding needed to function appropriately within German society.

GERMAN 11 1

Prerequisites: German I.

This course is a review of the phonetic system and the grammatical structure of German I. The German vocabulary of the students will
increase while oral comprehension and fluency in reading and writing also improve.

GERMAN I11 PRE-AP 1

Prerequisites: German Il with grade of 80 or above is recommended.

This is an advanced course which is a continuation and review of the study of the grammatical and syntactical structure of the German
language. Vocabulary, aural-oral comprehension and fluency of reading and writing are also increased. The study of German culture is
continued. Students begin the study of German literature (short stories, essays, and poetry). Speaking is also stressed.

Prerequisites: Recommended grade of 80 or above in German |11 Pre-AP.

Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the College Board AP examination at the end of the year. This course is a study of
the grammatical and syntactical structure of the German language. German literature is studied in depth and the German culture is
explored through videos, music and recordings. There is a continued emphasis on speaking German. Individual colleges and universities
determine advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

Prerequisites: None.

This course introduces the study of the Spanish language and culture through conversation, grammar, speaking, reading and writing.

SPANISH Il FOR SPANISH SPEAKERS 1
Prerequisites: Oral and written placement exam.

The main objective of this course
is to enrich the students' total language experience by building on the language proficiency they already possess. The focus is on

increasing students' ability to use Spanish for both formal and informal situations and on developing their literacy skills. This course will
provide "prior instruction" for students choosing to take CBE. for Spanish | credit.

SPANISH 11l PRE-AP 1
Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Spanish Il with grade of 85 or above.

This course continues to develop the Spanish language through vocabulary development, conversation, reading comprehension and
composition. It broadens the students' understanding of Hispanic culture through a study of Hispanic literature and culture. It is designed
to challenge the above average Spanish student.

SPANISH IV 1

Prerequisites: Spanish I,I1 and III.

A course designed to develop oral and written skills beyond the elementary level and to expand vocabulary and grammatical knowledge
to a more sophisticated level of communication.

AP SPANISH V LITERATURE 1
Prerequisites: AP Spanish IV.

This course is a study of selections (short stories,
essays, and poems) from the literatures of Spain, Mexico, Central and South America. Individual colleges and universities determine
advanced standing based on AP exam scores.

HEALTH EDUCATION 1/2

Prerequisites: None.

Students acquire health information and skills necessary to become healthy adults and learn behaviors in which they should and should
not participate. Students will understand the following: parents are a primary source of guidance in the area of health; personal behaviors
can increase or reduce health risks; and health is influenced by a variety of factors. Students will recognize and use health information and
products and learn that personal/interpersonal skills are needed to promote health. Many skills are taught in this course such as refusal
skills, first aid, CPR, suicide prevention, substance abuse, and personality development.

Job-specific, skilled training can be provided through the use of training modules to identify career goals in trade and
industry areas. Safety and career opportunities are included, in addition to work ethics and job-related study in the classroom such as
communications; problem solving and critical thinking; Information Technology Applications; systems; safety, health, and environmental;
leadership and teamwork; ethics and legal responsibilities; employability and career development; technical skills; introduction to hand
tools; introduction to power tools; basic rigging; and reading technical drawings.

ACCOUNTING | 1

Prerequisites: Recommended for Grades 10-12.

A general introduction to accounting, emphasizing the fundamental accounting equation and its application to accounting procedures,
including the basic steps of the accounting cycle, special journals, and ledgers, work sheets, adjusting and closing entries, special
problems in the purchase and sale of merchandise, notes and interest, depreciation, accruals, prepaid items, payroll records, and personal
income taxes.

CTE Health Science | Credits
PRINCIPLES OF HEALTH SCIENCE 1

Prerequisites: Grades 10-12.

Health Science provides an overview of the therapeutic, diagnostic, health informatics, support services, and biotechnology research and
development systems of the health care industry. Learning will occur in a classroom environment, through independent study, and
supervised experiences in the hospital. Students will have non-paid job-shadowing clinical rotations, through various departments, at
Brazosport Regional Health System. Students will have direct patient contact as part of their opportunities. The course teacher and the
hospital staff will supervise the student’s clinical experiences. Observational and hands-on activities are used to facilitate learning and
application of health care skills. Positioning and moving patients, making patient’s beds, and doing vital signs are examples of direct
patient care skills to be developed and used by students. Students will successfully complete (pass) a Basic Life Support American Heart
CPR course prior to beginning their clinical rotations. Effective communications, ethical and legal responsibilities, safety, infection
control, and use of equipment will be part of the student’s learning experience. Leadership development activities will also be provided.
This course prepares students for the transition to clinical or work based experiences in health care.

CTE Hospitality & Tourism l Credits
CULINARY ARTS 2

Prerequisites: Recommended completion of Restaurant Management, Lifetime Nutrition and Wellness, or
Principles of Hospitality and Tourism.

Culinary Arts begins with the fundamentals and principles of the art of cooking and the science of baking and includes management and
production skills and techniques. Students can pursue a national sanitation certification, a Texas culinary specialist certification, or any
other appropriate industry certification. This course may be offered as a laboratory-based or internship course. Students are encouraged to
participate in extended learning experiences such as career and technical student organizations and other leadership or extracurricular
organizations.

This course is recommended for all
students regardless of their career cluster or pathways, it is especially appropriate for students with interest in human services.
